ITINERARY

Day 1, 2 AND 3.   DEPART USA - ASIA   Our exotic vacation starts as we board an international flight from Los Angeles for Bangkok, crossing the International Date Line.  Enjoy your jumbo jet flight to the Orient with complimentary headsets, movies, beverages and meal service.  As you cross the International dateline and move your watch ahead 16 hours, you temporarily “lose” this day.  You will gain it back on your return.  Hong Kong – Bangkok  (ds) Upon arriving in Hong Kong, we board a connecting flight to Bangkok where we are met and greeted at the airport.  After being transferred to our 5 star hotel, we attend a Thai Classical Dance and welcome dinner show.
Day 4.  Bangkok  (ab,l)  Amid all the new development, Bangkok is still a traditional city of temples and palaces and a city full of golden spires, orange tiled roofs and Buddhist monks.  Today, after a delightful breakfast, we admire the royal splendor of the Grand Palace and Coronation Hall.  Buddhism is one of the cornerstones of Thai culture and we appreciate the level of devotion as we view the Emerald Buddha and the Reclining Buddha Temples.  After visiting the gems factory, the rest of the afternoon is free at leisure.
Day 5. Bangkok-Ayutthaya  (ab,l)  Today we journey by motorcoach to Bang Pa In and visit the Summer Palace and the magnificent bronze statues at Mongkol and the ancient pagodas at Phra Sri Sanphet and the Phananchrng temples.  
Day 6.  Bangkok – (ab,l,dh)  After an American breakfast at the hotel we finish our tour of Bangkok with an excursion to the Damnern Saduak floating market, Thailand’s most colorful, largest and most photographed market on Bangkok’s khlongs (canals).  Afterwards, we continue on by motorcoach to Kanchanburi and the River Kwai made famous by the 1957 movie “Bridge on the River Kwai”.  We also visit the JEATH (Japan, England, Australia, Thailand, and Holland) Museum.

Day 7.  River Kwai-Kra Sae Cave-River Kwai  (ab,l,d)  A visit to the local War Museum on the banks of the river then we board the train for a ride on the Death Railway so named for the numerous POW’s that perished to build it.  We visit the Kra Sae Cave and the statue of Lord Buddha.  We return to the hotel to wash up before going bamboo rafting along the River Kwai while enjoying dinner and music.    
Day 8. River Kwai-Bangkok-Phuket  (ab,l)  Bolstered by a hearty breakfast we board the motorcoach for our return to Bangkok.  After lunch we will transfer to the airport for a short flight to Phuket Island one of Asia’s most popular beach resort destinations. Day 9.
